I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 30, 1999, San Isabel Telecom, Inc. ("San Isabel"), was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-1065.

2. On December 29, 1999, San Isabel filed a motion for an extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.  On January 12, 2000, the Commission granted San Isabel an extension of time until March 29, 2000.  Decision No. C00-48. 

3. On March 21, 2000, San Isabel filed its request for additional time to file tariffs.  As grounds for the motion, San Isabel stated that it is in the process of building a structure to house a switch that will provide its emerging competitive services.  The motion requests an extension of time until December 31, 2000.

B. Discussion

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.  

5. San Isabel was granted a CPCN to provide local exchange services in Lake County, Colorado.  Decision No. R97-1017.  San Isabel obtained statewide authority to provide emerging competitive services in C99-1065, including switched access service.  On October 26, 2000, the resale authority to provide competitive local exchange on a resale basis in Lake County will expire (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-9) if tariffs are not filed with the Commission.  If San Isabel intends to offer access service, it must have local exchange authority and authorized tariffs in place in the territory where it intends to offer access service.  The granting of the extension of time requested will not affect San Isabel’s competitive local exchange obligations.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

7. San Isabel Telecom, Inc.’s request for additional time to file tariffs is granted.  San Isabel Telecom, Inc., is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to, and including, December 31, 2000.

8. However, in light of the prior extension of time, San Isabel Telecom, Inc., is advised that any future requests for extension of time may be denied.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
