I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. Decision No. C93-909, adopted on August 4, 1993, granted LECNet, Inc. (“LECNet”), a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide non-optional operator services in accordance with Rule 3 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Emerging Competitive Telecommunication Service Providers found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-24.

2. LECNet informed the Commission that it is no longer doing business in the State of Colorado in a letter dated February 8, 2000.  Additionally, the Vice President of Telephone Electronics Corporation, the parent company of LECNet, indicated that LECNet desires to withdraw its authority and any tariffs on file with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  LECNet has not provided regulated telecommunications services to Colorado customers since January 1, 1999.

3. On March 8, 2000, the Commission determined that this correspondence should be constituted as a request to abandon service. The Commission on its own motion approved a shortened notice period.

4. On March 10, 2000, the Commission issued notice of the application for the abandonment of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and cancellation of LECNet’s tariff.  Interested persons were given ten days to file petitions to intervene.

5. No interventions were filed in this matter.  The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.

6. To the extent that certain information as prescribed in Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-57, relating to applications for the abandonment or discontinuance of service, has not been specifically provided in this filing, the Commission, for good cause and by its own motion, concludes that sufficient material information is available.  The Commission grants the applicant a waiver from the obligation to provide additional information.

order

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. LECNet, Inc.’s application for the abandonment of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications services in the State of Colorado and cancellation of its tariff is approved.

8. LECNet, Inc., is granted a waiver of the 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-57 requirements in accordance with the above discussion.

9. LECNet, Inc., is no longer authorized to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services in Colorado.  No local exchange company or carrier authorized to provide telecommunications services in the State of Colorado shall allow LECNet, Inc., to use the basic exchange network or the public switched network for origination or termination of telecommunications services for sale to others.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
