I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 23, 2000, University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9790 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage between Cherry Creek Inn, 600 South Colorado Boulevard, Glendale, Colorado; Crestmoor Downs, 240 South Monaco Parkway, Denver, Colorado; Landmark Inn, 455 South Colorado Boulevard, Denver, Colorado; Denver Marriott Southeast, 6363 East Hampden Avenue, Denver, Colorado; United Airlines Flight Training Center, 7401 Martin Luther King Boulevard, Denver, Colorado; Stapleton International Airport, and Denver International Airport.  This application is restricted to providing service for only United Airlines.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 27, 2000.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."

5. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

     The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a verified statement by the customer of the unique and customized transportation services needed.  The customer states that its immediate and urgent transportations needs are for a service providing customized passenger seating, passenger seatbelts, 24-hour 7-days per week service with backup vehicles available within 15 minutes, no interruptions for weather, regular replacement of vehicles, drivers trained for its specific needs, and 24-hour two-way radio dispatch.  The customer states that it has an emergency need for such services to be extended to another hotel in addition to those presently served due to its increasing demand for accommodations.

C. Conclusions

6. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services exists, and there is no other carrier capable of providing the service.

7. Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

8. This application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

9. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

10. University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express, is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9790 for a period of 150 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

11. University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

12. University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express, shall not extend operations until notice in writing has been received from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

13. If University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express, does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority to extend operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

14. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
