I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 23, 2000, Janice Weaver, doing business as Viking Taxi ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary approval to allow Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 23272 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permanently transfer the certificate.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 27, 2000.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."

B. Findings of Fact

     The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a statement by Applicant that a temporary approval is needed because the owner is in the hospital and is unable to manage the business.  Applicant therefore seeks to sell the authority to Cool Cats Cabs.  Applicant also states that there is a great need for taxi service in the authorized area, and, if service is not available, the business could be damaged.

C. Conclusions

5. A failure to grant temporary approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN PUC No. 23272 and ultimately affect service to the public.

6. Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, have adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

7. This application for temporary approval is in the public interest.

8. Applicant and Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, are advised that the grant of temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that permanent transfer approval will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application for temporary approval of an assumption of operational control filed by Janice Weaver, doing business as Viking Taxi, is granted.

10. Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, are granted temporary approval to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 23272 for a period of 150 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the appendix.

11. Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
12. Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, shall not assume operational control until notice in writing has been received from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

13. If Ted & Phyllis Kildal, Mike Thyfault, & Dave Sharp, doing business as Cool Cats Cabs, does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary approval shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.
14. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

Part I.
Passengers and their baggage, between all points located within a 10-mile radius of the intersection of Bridge and Main Streets, in Brighton, Colorado and between said points, on the one hand, and on the other hand:

a.
all points in Greeley, Colorado;

b.
all points in Keenesburg, Colorado;

c.
all points in Hudson, Colorado; and

d. all points within a one-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado State Highway Nos. 79 and 52 at Prospect Valley, Colorado.

Part II.
Passengers and their baggage, except as authorized in Part (III) hereof, between all points in Dacono, Frederick, and Firestone, Colorado, and between those points on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points in the Counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, Jefferson, and Boulder, State of Colorado.

Part III.
Passengers and their baggage from the Adams County Detention facility (jail), the Adams County Hall of Justice (courts), and the Platte Valley Medical Center (hospital), to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Jefferson, and Boulder, State of Colorado; and between the Adams County Detention facility (jail), the Adams County Hall of Justice (courts), and the Platte Valley Medical Center (hospital), on the one hand, and all points in the City and County of Denver, on the other hand.

Part IV.
Passengers and their baggage, in taxicab service, from all points located within a 10-mile radius of the intersection of Bridge and Main Streets, in Brighton, Colorado, to Denver International Airport.

Part V.
Passengers and their baggage, in taxicab service, from all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado, to all points located within a 10-mile radius of the intersection of Bridge and Main Streets, in Brighton, Colorado.

This Certificate is restricted as follows:
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A.
Item (I) to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of 7 or less;

B.
Items (I), (II), and (III) against providing any service to or from points within the city limits of Northglenn, Westminster, or Thornton, Colorado;

C.
Item (II) against service to all points located within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highways 119 and 287 in Longmont, Colorado; and

D.
Item (II) against service to all points that lie both east of U.S. Highway 287 and within a 10-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado.
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
