I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On February 24, 2000, NEXTLINK Colorado, L.L.C., and NEXTLINK Long Distance Services, Inc. (together “Applicants”), filed an application seeking approval of a proposed merger agreement related to a merger transaction involving its common corporate parent, NEXTLINK Communications, Inc., with Concentric Network Corporation.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55 and 4 CCR 723-37.

2.
On March 22, 2000, Applicants filed a supplement adding to and clarifying certain information concerning the application.  This information made the aplication complete.
3.
On February 29, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before March 30, 2000.  None were filed.
B. Discussion

1. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

2. The Commission finds that the proposed merger and related corporate transactions is not contrary to the public interest.  4 CCR 723-1-55(c)(12) and (c)(13)(D).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

3. The application by NEXTLINK Colorado, L.L.C. and NEXTLINK Long Distance Services, Inc., is deemed complete.

4. The application to approve the proposed merger is granted.

5. Within 90 days of the completion of the merger transaction, NEXTLINK Colorado, L.L.C. and NEXTLINK Long Distance Services, Inc., shall file with the Commission a description and corporate organizational chart that shows the selected organizational structure.  This organizational chart shall include Concentric Carrier Services, Inc.   This corporate structure is not presently definitively known by the applicants. 

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
