I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), on March 24, 2000.  USWC seeks approval of an alternative form of notice pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(C)(I)(d), C.R.S., for proposed tariff changes.  USWC contemplates filing for revision of its Base Rate Area and Zone Increment distance in wire centers within certain exchange areas and asks to publish notice of the proposed tariff change for one day in the local newspapers serving the following wire centers:  Basalt; Bayfield; Black Forest; Central City; Coal Creek Canyon; Cripple Creek; Elizabeth; Erie; Fountain; Frederick; Gatehouse; Granby; Grand Lake; Idaho Springs; Johnstown; Lyons; Monument; Nederland; Palisade; Parachute; Security; and Walsenburg.  This notice will be at least three columns wide by six inches high, instead of the specific format set forth in § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(A), C.R.S.  The notice will comply with the requirements of § 40-3-104, C.R.S., in all other respects.

2. USWC suggests that alternative notice is appropriate because the proposed tariff changes will not result in a rate increase for any customer and no local calling areas or telephone numbers will be affected. Further, the alternative notice will allow USWC to provide notice in the most cost-effective manner available.

3. Good cause having been stated, we will grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The Application is deemed complete.

5. The Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on March 24, 2000, is granted.

6. Response time to this Application is waived.
