I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 18, 1999, Worldwide Fiber Networks, Inc. ("Worldwide"), was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-904.

2. On February 14, 2000, the Director of the Commission sent a letter to Worldwide informing them that tariffs had not been filed and according to Decision No. C99-904, the authority issued to Worldwide was null and void.  The Director’s letter also noted that Worldwide could move to amend Decision No. C99-904 to accomplish an extension of time to file tariffs.

3. On February 22, 2000, Worldwide filed a motion in response to Staff’s February 14, 2000, correspondence requesting an extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.
  As grounds for the motion, Worldwide stated that due to its oversight, it had neglected to make a timely filing of its tariff/price lists. 

4. On March 1, 2000, the Commission granted an extension of time to Worldwide to file its tariffs, up to and including, March 1, 2000. Decision No. C00-211.

5. On February 29, 2000, Worldwide filed its initial tariff. On March 20, 2000, Worldwide filed a revised tariff to address issues brought up by Staff of the Commission. These issues could not be resolved in a satisfactory manner; on March 28, 2000, the company moved to withdraw its tariff.  On March 29, 2000, at the Commission’s Weekly Meeting, Staff informed the Commissioners that Worldwide had withdrawn its tariff.

6. On March 28, 2000, concurrent with its request to withdraw its initial tariff, Worldwide filed a motion for extension of time to file its tariff until April 30, 2000. The motion requests an extension in order to work with Staff of the Commission to produce an acceptable tariff filing.  Staff’s review of the request indicates that an extension until April 30, 2000, may be insufficient as the company intends to make a filing with the Commission requesting relaxed regulatory treatment of its emerging competitive (Part 3) services.  This type of application normally requires a 30-day notice by the Commission to interested parties.

7. On March 31, 2000, the company filed an Amended Motion of Extension of Time to File Tariff.  This filing requested an extension of time to file its tariff until May 30, 2000.

8. We will grant the motion as modified.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

10. Worldwide Fiber Networks, Inc.’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariff as modified in our discussion above is granted.  Worldwide Fiber Networks, Inc., is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to, and including, May 30, 2000.
11. However, in light of the prior extension of time, Worlwide Fiber Networks, Inc., is advised that any future requests for extension of time may be denied.
