I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion

1. On April 6, 2000, Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle ("Denver Shuttle"), filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the publication of Original Pages No. 18.1, 18.2, and 18.3 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Denver Shuttle can provide call-and-demand limousine service between points in the City and County of Denver under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2778&I.

2. In its application, Denver Shuttle proposes to add call-and-demand limousine service fares for nine zones that include all points in the City and County of Denver, excluding Denver International Airport.  The proposed fares are $4.00 per passenger between any two points in one zone; $8.00 per passenger, with a two passenger minimum, between any two points in two zones with at least one adjacent point; and $12.00 per passenger, with a two passenger minimum, between any two points in two zones with no adjacent points.

3. In support of this application, Denver Shuttle states that within the past two weeks, staff of the Commission brought to its attention that Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, does not name any rates or fares for call-and-demand limousine service between points in the City and County of Denver.  Denver Shuttle states the rates and fares for this service appear to have been inadvertently omitted from the tariff during the process of transferring Certificate 191 into Certificates 2778&I, and 82 in 1997.  The tariff does name rates and fares for call-and-demand limousine service between points in the City and County of Denver and Denver International Airport.  Denver Shuttle states it has recently been receiving demand from the public for call-and-demand limousine service between points in the City and County of Denver and event locations such as the Pepsi Center and Coors Field.  Therefore, to meet the public demand for this service and to correct the absence in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, of rates and fares for this service, Denver Shuttle requests that the changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, be approved on less-than-statutory notice.

4. The revised tariff is acceptable under the authority granted to Denver Shuttle.  The granting of the proposed tariff changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow Denver Shuttle to meet the public demand for this service and to eliminate the inadvertent omission of rates and fares for this service in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2.

5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that the cause for less-than-statutory notice treatment set forth by Denver Shuttle is marginally acceptable in the absence of specific evidence of a demand for the service within the next 30 days.  Thus, the Commission reluctantly approves the proposed changes in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application of Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle, to publish Original Pages No. 18.1, 18.2, and 18.3 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

8. Original Pages No. 18.1, 18.2, and 18.3 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
