I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On April 4, 2000, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), filed its request that the Commission open an investigatory docket.  The purpose of the filing is two-fold.  First, USWC requests that the Commission open an investigatory docket to be processed in an expedited fashion.  Second, USWC seeks elimination of the current requirement of imputation of access rates into its intraLATA toll price floors.

2. USWC’s filing was accompanied by testimony and exhibits, including confidential material.  The filing was served on Mr. Bruce N. Smith, Director of the Public Utilities Commission and Mr. Ken Reif, Director of the Office of Consumer Counsel.

3. The Commission will treat this filing as an application under 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-70.

4. This filing is related to Commission Docket No. 99A-161T.  In that docket, a stipulation was filed that anticipated the instant filing.  There were several parties to that case.

5. We will order USWC to serve all non-confidential materials filed in the present docket on all parties to Docket No. 99A-161T.  USWC shall serve those parties within five days of the effective date of this order.

6. The Commission will also construe the request for expedited treatment, in part, as a request to shorten the time for intervention in this matter.  We will shorten the time for intervention here to 15 days following the date of publication of the Commission’s notice of the filing of this application.

7. The provisions 4 CCR 723-16 shall apply to confidential materials filed in this docket.

ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The Commission opens this docket for the purpose of considering the application by U S WEST Communications, Inc., to eliminate the requirement to impute switched access rates into the price floors of its intraLATA long distance services.

9. U S WEST Communications, Inc., is directed to serve, by first-class mail, all non-confidential material filed with the Commission in this matter on all parties to Docket No. 99A-161T.  Such service shall be completed within five days following the effective date of this Order.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
