I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 3, 1999, Cumulus Telecommunications, Inc. ("Cumulus"), was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-1217.

2. On February 14, 2000, the Director of the Commission, by letter, informed Cumulus that the deadline for filing its emerging competitive tariff had passed and according to the order that granted Cumulus authority, its right to offer these services was deemed null and void.  The letter suggested that Cumulus request a modification of the original decision that granted emerging competitive authority, and an extension of time.

3. On March 13, 2000, Cumulus filed a motion to modify the Commission’s decision (C99-1217) and requested an extension of time in which to file the required tariffs. The motion requests a 60-day extension of time to file.  The tariffs were originally due on or about February 7, 2000.  With a 60-day extension, this would make the tariff due on April 7, 2000.  The Commission granted Cumulus an extension of time until April 7, 2000.  Decision No. C00-294.

4. On April 7, 2000, Cumulus filed a motion requesting an additional modification of the Commission’s Decision in Docket No. 99A-445T.  Cumulus requests an additional 30 days to file its tariff and price list.  The reason stated in its motion is that it requires more time to obtain rates and charges from U S WEST Communications, Inc.

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission will grant the motion.  

ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

6. Cumulus Telecommunications, Inc.’s motion to modify decision and request for extension of time to file a tariff is granted.  The Decision is modified to grant Cumulus Telecommunications, Inc., an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to and including May 8, 2000.  Failure to file a tariff on or before this date will render the authority issued to Cumulus Telecommunications, Inc., null and void without any further Commission action unless an additional extension of time is granted. 

7. However, in light of the prior extension of time, Cumulus Telecommunications, Inc., is advised that any future requests for extension of time may be denied.
