I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Verified Joint Application ("Application") filed by Century/Tel of Colorado and Nextel West Corporation (collectively as “Applicants”) on April 6, 2000.  The  Application is filed pursuant to the Commission's Rules Establishing Procedures Related to the Submission for Approval of Interconnection Agreements within Colorado by Telecommunications Carriers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-44 ("Interconnection Agreement Rules"). 

2. The Interconnection Agreement Rules require that Applicants provide appropriate notice, and proof thereof, to the public, certain public utilities, and the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”).  4 CCR 723-44-9.  On the day the Application is filed, parties must publish notice of the application in a newspaper of general circulation and proof of publication must be provided within three days to the Commission.  4 CCR 723-44-9.1.  Also on the day of filing, by first class mail, notice must be provided to “any public utility then known to be providing interconnected telecommunications service in the State...” and to the OCC.  4 CCR 723-44-9.2.   Such notice is material to the Application and the approval process.   

3. The Applicants failed to meet the notice requirements of Rule 9.  The required Notice of Filing sent to other carriers listed March 23, 2000, as the filing date, but the Application was not filed until April 6, 2000.  The ten-day response period was already past when the Application was filed.  Further, the Notice of Filing did not contain a Certificate of Service as required by Rule 9.2.  Finally, the Applicants failed to file proof of publication of the public notice as required by Rule 9.1.  The Applicants have failed to meet the notice requirements of the rules, and the Application will be rejected.
  

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Joint Application filed by Century/Tel of Colorado and Nextel West Corporation on April 6, 2000, is rejected without prejudice.  

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
