I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission following the prehearing conference conducted on April 25, 2000.  At the prehearing conference, the Commission considered the petitions to intervene and the parties' request to set a second prehearing conference.

2. The following persons filed petitions to intervene: City and County of Denver; Colorado Independent Energy Association; Colorado Springs Utilities; Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc.; and WestPlains Energy, a Division of UtiliCorp United Inc.  The Commission finds that each of the petitions to intervene states good cause.

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Staff of the Commission noticed their respective interventions as a matter of right.

4. At the second prehearing conference, the parties intend to present a stipulated procedural proposal for this docket.  The Commission opened this docket to address the appropriateness of the reliance by Public Service Company of Colorado on the Western System Coordinating Council Power Supply Design Criteria No. 1 to establish its reserve margin requirement in its 1999 Integrated Resource Plan.  The Commission finds good cause exists to set a second prehearing conference.

9. The petition to intervene filed by WestPlains Energy, a Division of UtiliCorp United Inc., is granted.
