I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A.
Statement

On March 30, 2000, AFN Consultants, Inc., filed Advice Letter No. 1 and accompanying initial tariff, Colorado P.U.C. No. 1, scheduled to become effective April 29, 2000.  

B.
Findings of Fact

1.
Review of the Advice Letter and tariff filings disclosed that numerous provisions required by the rules of the Commission were incorrect or omitted from the tariff.  Among those items incorrect or omitted from the tariff are:

a. Name of issuer of the tariff inconsistent with the holder of the authority.

b. Payment obligations of the customer inconsistent with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-2-9.

c. Service charge for any draft payment returned for insufficient funds greater than allowed in § 13-21-109, C.R.S.

d. Tariff contained basic residential rate greater than current benchmark without supporting cost data.

e. Tariff contained rates for services defined as a range of prices and not specifically defined.

f. Tariff contained rates for services defined as ICB (individual case basis) and not specifically defined.

g. Tariff contained rates for services that are deregulated under § 40-15-401, C.R.S.

2.
Rule 43 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 CCR 723-1) allows for the Commission to reject tariffs filed by fixed utilities which are not in the form required by statutes, rules, regulations, orders, and decisions of the Commission.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. AFN Consultants, Inc., Advice Letter No. 1, and accompanying Tariff Colorado P.U.C. No. 1 are rejected without prejudice and shall at no time have any force or effect.
