I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On April 17, 2000, Applicant Electro-Tel, Inc., filed its Motion for Waiver of Requirement for Cost Support Information for Private Line Service and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”).  The Motion requested a waiver from the Commission-imposed requirement to file cost information supporting a cost floor calculation.

2. Cost floor information has been required of all private line providers since that family of services was first flexibly regulated in 1987.  Since that time, other services have been subject to various forms of relaxed regulation and price regulation.  These newer forms of flexible regulation have been afforded on firm-specific, service-specific, and provider-class bases.  

3. Some of these alternative or flexible regulatory formats have addressed price floors.  Many other services flexibly regulated by this Commission are not subject to ex ante price floor documentation requirements.  Most notable are local exchange services offered by competitive local exchange companies.

4. The Commission finds good grounds to grant the Motion.  As with a similar motion requested and granted to Williams Local Network, Inc., in Decision No. C00-314, Applicant will not be required to submit cost support for a cost floor nor a cost floor calculation unless and until ordered to do so by the Commission.  However, should the Commission on its own motion, the Staff of the Commission, or another party through a complaint or other appropriate means challenge Applicant’s prices in the context of an appropriate minimum price, the Commission may require Applicant to submit appropriate cost support and a proper cost floor.  The Commission will grant a variance unless and until good cause is shown for revocation of same.

5. For good cause shown, the Commission shall waive response time to the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. A variance, consistent with the foregoing discussion, is granted.

7. Response time to the Motion is waived.

8. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
