I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On April 27, 2000, Steve Kain & David Sadler, doing business as Mad World Enterprises/Safe Rides ("Applicant"), filed an application for emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the area beginning at the intersection of Interstate 25 and U.S. Highway 34, then north along Interstate 25 to its intersection with Richards Lake Road, then west along Richards Lake Road, as extended, to its intersection with Overland Trail Road, as extended, then south along Overland Trail Road, as extended, to its intersection with U.S. Highway 34, then east along U.S. Highway 34 to the point of beginning, and between said points, on the one hand, and The Pepsi Center, Mile High Stadium, and Coors Field, on the other hand.  This application is restricted as follows:  Transportation service between points in the base area will be provided only Wednesday through Sunday, between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 2:30 a.m.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

4. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of statements from Applicant and several form letters alleging need for taxi service.  The support does not describe any emergency need for call-and-demand limousine service, does not provide any information justifying the territory sought, and does not provide any support for service to points in the Denver area.  The emergency temporary authority application and support do not explain why no temporary or permanent authority applications were filed.

5. An emergency need for the requested transportation services does not exist, and there is a carrier capable of providing the service.

6. This application for emergency temporary authority is not in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application for emergency temporary authority filed by Steve Kain & David Sadler, doing business as Mad World Enterprises/Safe Rides, is denied.

8. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
