I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On April 19, 2000, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 52940 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage: (I) In scheduled service, between Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, Embassy Suites Denver Tech Center; Holtze Executive Village Denver Tech Center; Wyndham Denver Tech Center Hotel, 7675 East Union Avenue, Denver Colorado 80237; Denver Marriott Southeast, 6363 East Hampden Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80222; and Staybridge Suites by Holiday Inn, 7820 Park Meadows Drive, Lone Tree, Colorado 80124, and (II) In call-and-demand limousine service, between Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, Denver Marriott Southeast, 6363 East Hampden Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80222; and Staybridge Suites by Holiday Inn, 7820 Park Meadows Drive, Lone Tree, Colorado 80124.  This application is restricted to use of vehicles with a seating capacity of 20 or fewer passengers, excluding the driver.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on April 24, 2000.

3. America-1 Limousine, doing business as Shuttle USA; Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle &/or Super Shuttle Denver, et al.; and Shuttle Associates, LLC, doing business as Denver Airporter and\or Shuttle Airport Van, filed interventions opposing the grant of this application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of letters from the three lodging entities to be served and one individual coordinating a convention.  Intervenors point out that one entity is new and has not used the intervenors’ services, a second entity is receiving increasing levels of service documented in the intervention, and a third entity requests service for only one convention which an intervenor claims to be able to provide.

C. Conclusions

7. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services does not exist, and there are other carriers capable of providing the service.
8. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

9. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

10. The application for temporary authority filed by Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle, is denied.

11. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

12. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
