Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the motion for a one day extension within which to file a notice of intervention filed by Durango Transportation, Inc. ("DTI").  DTI is seeking to intervene in the permanent authority application filed by Alfred Froehlich, doing business as Logic.  DTI filed the motion and its notice of intervention on April 27, 2000.
