I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the motion to accept a late notice of intervention filed by Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express ("Dashabout"), in the instant temporary authority application.  The motion and notice were filed on April 27, 2000.

2. In this matter, the applicant, Donald L. and Dianna K. Bard, doing business as D & D Taxi ("D & D Taxi"), was granted a temporary authority to provide certain transportation services on April 21, 2000.  See Decision No. C00-401.  Per the notice of application filed, which was issued in this matter on April 10, 2000, notices of intervention were due on or before April 17, 2000--more than one week before Dashabout filed its notice.  The short length of the intervention period is prescribed by § 40-6-120(4), C.R.S.  Moreover, Dashabout's notice was filed six days after the effective date of the Commission's grant of temporary authority to D & D Taxi.

3. In light of the tardiness of Dashabout's notice of intervention, the Commission finds that Decision No. C00-401 should not be modified.  This finding, however, only applies to the temporary authority granted to D & D Taxi by Decision No. C00-401.  Dashabout has timely filed a notice of intervention to D & D Taxi's application for a permanent authority.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion to accept a late notice of intervention filed by Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express, in the temporary authority application of Donald L. and Dianna K. Bard, doing business as D & D Taxi, is denied.

2. The notice of intervention filed by Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express, in the temporary authority application of Donald L. and Dianna K. Bard, doing business as D & D Taxi, is stricken.

3. Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express, did timely file its intervention in the permanent authority application filed by Donald L. and Dianna K. Bard, doing business as D & D Taxi.
