I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions

1. On May 4, 2000, Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed its application seeking an order of the Commission authorizing it, without formal oral hearing and on less than 30 days notice, to amend its Transmission General Tariff (“Schedlue TG”). American Soda L.L.P. is the only customer affected by this tariff change, and American Soda L.L.P. was provided notice of this application and tariff change by overnight mail mailed on May 4, 2000.  Because no customer other than American Soda L.L.P. is affected by this change, Public Service requests that the Commission waive the requirement of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-41.5.3, the newspaper publication requirement.

2. Applicant requests authority to revise its Schedule TG to reflect the addition of American Soda L.L.P. as a new customer.  Applicant proposes to serve American Soda L.L.P. under its existing tariff, Schedule TG.  Schedule TG requires that the company calculate a specific Service and Facility Charge for each customer.  The Service and Facility Charge for American Soda L.L.P. will be $9,140.  This is the only change Public Service requires to its tariff on less than statutory notice.  The addition of American Soda L.L.P. to Schedule TG will increase Public Service’s annual revenues by approximately $3,986,000.

3. Public Service argues that there is good cause for granting this application.  The customer initially requested to initiate service beginning in June 2000.  However, because of a mild winter, the customer’s preparations for beginning operations proceeded more rapidly than anticipated.  American Soda L.L.P. now desires electric service to commence on May 8, 2000.  

4. The Commission finds that the notice already given to Public Service’s customer informs the affected public.  Therefore, the Commission will grant the waiver of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-41.5.3.

5. This application for authority to change tariffs is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and Rule 4 CCR 723-1-41.5.

6. Good cause exists to allow the proposed changes on less than statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. A waiver of the notice requirements found in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-41.5.3 is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. The Application of Public Service Company of Colorado to amend its Transmission General Tariff on less than statutory notice is granted.

3. Public Service Company of Colorado is authorized to file on May 8, 2000, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order to be effective on May 9, 2000.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
