I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 3, 2000, Casino Transportation, Inc. ("CTI"), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 14, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  CTI provides scheduled service between points in the southeastern portion of the Denver metro area and Black Hawk and Central City, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 48419.

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 14 eliminates the existing scheduled departure point at 13678 East Alameda, a small shopping center, and replaces it with a new departure point at 14577 East Alameda, another small shopping center.  The number of daily round-trips between the new stop and Harvey’s Casino in Central City is not changed from the previous schedule.

3. In support of this application, CTI states that the landlord of the existing stop at 13678 East Alameda recently informed CTI that the passengers utilizing its bus service were occupying too many parking spaces at the shopping center.  The landlord claims tenants of the shopping center have complained about the lack of parking for their customers.  CTI states it has been prohibited by the landlord from utilizing more than 25 spaces for its passengers.  As a result of the parking space controversy, CTI has been allowed to terminate its lease at the 13678 East Alameda location.  CTI has acquired a new location at the Aurora Park Shopping Center at 14577 East Alameda from which to provide scheduled service to and from Central City.  CTI states it is losing ridership at the present location due to the landlord’s restrictions on parking for casino passengers.  Therefore, due to the inconvenience to its passengers and the fact that the new departure location is only eight blocks from the existing departure location, CTI requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. The revision of the time schedule is acceptable under the authority granted to CTI.  Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow CTI to continue to provide transportation for the passengers that desire to use its scheduled service between Aurora and Central City.

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 14 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Casino Transportation, Inc. to publish Time Schedule No. 14, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 14, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission  and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
