I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 25, 1999, Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc. ("Allied"), was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-936.

2. On February 14, 2000, the Director of the Commission, by letter, informed Allied that the deadline for filing its emerging competitive tariffs had passed and according to the order that granted Allied authority, its right to offer these services was deemed null and void.  The letter suggested that Allied request a modification of the original decision that granted emerging competitive authority, and an extension of time.

3. On May 2, 2000, Allied filed a motion to modify the Commission’s order (C99-936) and requested a 60-day extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.  Allied mistakenly assumed that the form tariff filed with its original application was sufficient.  In addition, Allied also states that its regulatory contact had changed and the Director’s letter dated February 14, 2000 was sent to the wrong person.

4. The tariffs were originally due on or about November 29, 1999.  With a modification of the original order and a 60-day extension of time, the tariff would be due on July 3, 2000. 

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission will grant the motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

6. Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc.’s motion to modify decision and request for extension of time to file a tariff is granted. The Decision is modified to grant Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc., an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to and including July 3, 2000.  Failure to file a tariff on or before this date will render the authority issued to Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc., null and void without any further Commission action unless an additional extension of time is granted.
