I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On May 4, 2000, Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 46968S by removing restriction A, B, and C.  The certificate presently reads:  Transportation of passengers, in sightseeing service from Denver and Estes Park, Colorado, to points within a 150-mile radius of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, in Denver, Colorado.  This authority is restricted as follows:  (A).  Against providing any service to points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado,  (B).  To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of four or less, excluding the driver, and (C).  To providing service between the 1st day of May and the 15th day of October of each year.  The Commission gave notice of the application on May 22, 2000.

2. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
4. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

5. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a statement by applicant requesting authority to use larger vehicles in year-round service upon resumption of service from seasonal suspension applicant requests this authority be granted as soon as possible to serve the summer tour season.
C. Conclusions

6. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services exists, and there is no other carrier capable of providing the service.

7. Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

8. This application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

9. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

10. Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours, is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 46968S for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

11. Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

12. Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours, shall not extend operations until it has filed the necessary tariff and notice in writing has been received from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

13. If Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours, does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority to extend operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

14. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

15. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
