I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time to File Application for Reconsideration filed by the Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission (“COGCC”) on June 28, 2000.  COGCC requests, pursuant to Rule 92(b), Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, an extension of time to July 13, 2000 within which to file a motion for reconsideration of Decision No. C00-650 in which we limited the scope of these proceedings.  Being duly advised, we deny the motion as unnecessary.

2. Rule 92(b), in part, sets forth the times for filing exceptions to Recommended Decisions (under § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S.) or applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) (under § 40-6-114, C.R.S.).  Decision No. C00-650 was not a Recommended Decision nor a decision on the merits of this case to which an application for RRR would be appropriate.  Commission rules do not establish a specific time for filing motions to reconsider interim orders, such as Decision No. C00-650.
  Therefore, the extension of time requested by COGCC is unnecessary.

3. We note that the City of Arvada filed a Motion to Reconsider Decision No. C00-650 on July 5, 2000.  Given the procedural schedule in this case, we will shorten response time to the motion to noon, July 11, 2000.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Application  for Reconsideration filed by the Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission on June 28, 2000 is denied as unnecessary.

5. Response time to the Motion to Reconsider Order Limiting Scope of Proceeding filed by the City of Arvada on July 5, 2000 is shortened to noon, July 11, 2000.
