I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, and/or Wolf Express Shuttle’s (“Schafer-Schonewill”) application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) of Decision No. C00-471.   

2. Schafer-Schonewill filed its application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 52940 on April 19, 2000.  Interventions in opposition were filed by America-1 Limousine, doing business as Shuttle USA; Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle &/or Super Shuttle Denver, et al.; and Shuttle Associates, LLC, doing business as Denver Airporter and\or Shuttle Airport Van.  The Commission denied Schafer-Schonewill’s application for the temporary authority on May 10, 2000.  

3. An applicant for temporary authority must show “an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.” § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S. (emphasis added).   We found that Schafer-Schonewill had not shown either need or lack of carriers capable of providing service, and denied the application for temporary authority.  Schafer-Schonewill now files an application for RRR and argues once again that there is an urgent and immediate need.
  Schafer-Schonewill concedes that there are capable carriers. 

4. Schafer-Schonewill’s argument shows nothing demonstrating that Decision No. C00-471 was improper.  It simply repeats the original arguments and admits that there are other carriers capable of meeting the need.  The application for RRR is denied.  

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, and/or Wolf Express Shuttle’s application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration of Decision No. C00-471 is denied.
