I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion Regarding Application to Make Refund Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-58 filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), on May 25, 2000.
  USWC requests that it be permitted to file a plan for Commission review and approval to make the refunds ordered by the Commission in this docket.  Staff of the Commission has filed its response opposing the motion.  Now being duly advised, we will deny the motion.

2. As Staff points out in its response, many of the points to be determined in a Rule 58 application have already been decided in this docket.  As such, the application USWC now requests permission to file is unnecessary.  If USWC disagrees with any aspect of the refund recently ordered by the Commission on rehearing (Decision No. C00-569), it may raise these matters in an application for rehearing, reargument, reconsideration filed pursuant to § 40-6-114, C.R.S.
