I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the Verified Application (“Application”) by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USW”), to revise the exchange map boundaries in the Elizabeth, Kiowa, and Parker Exchange Areas. USW also sought preliminary approval of the proposed advice letter setting forth the revisions so that USW may make a compliance filing of the tariff sheets on not less than one day notice.  This application comes under the procedure contained in § 40-15-111(2), C.R.S.

2. USW states that it proposes to move portions of the three exchanges in the following manner:

Kiowa Exchange to Elizabeth Exchange:  The Southwest ¼ of Section 8, Township 7 South, Range 63 West.

Elizabeth Exchange to Parker Exchange:  The Southeast and Southwest ¼ of the Northeast ¼ of Section 14; the Southeast ¼ and Northwest ¼ of Section 14; the Northeast ¼ of the Southwest ¼ of Section 14; the Southeast ¼ and Southwest ¼ of the Southwest ¼ of Section 14; the Southeast ¼ of Section 14 of Township 6 South, Range 64 West. 

3. In support of its application, USW states that three current customers are within the affected Kiowa-Elizabeth revision area, but that these customers are already served from the Elizabeth wire center.  Therefore, these customers will not experience any change in their service as a result of the changes; the revisions allow for USW’s maps to reflect the actual serving configuration.  

4. USW further states that the Elizabeth-Parker revision area does not affect any current customers, and that the proposed boundary changes “will promote the public interest and will not adversely affect the switched network of U S WEST.” USW concludes with a statement that the changes will not affect USW’s financial integrity. 

5. No comments were filed with the Commission.  Likewise, no person has sought to intervene.

B. Findings

1. The Commission has studied the revision  arrangements of these three exchanges, and finds:

(A)
The agreement is not adverse to any existing customers. 

(B)
The implementation of such revision will not adversely affect the public switched network.

(C)
The revision of the exchanges will not compromise the financial integrity of the provider.  Section 40-15-111(2), C.R.S.

2. Consistent with § 40-15-111(2), C.R.S., we find that the Application for the revision of the three exchanges and the consequent exchange area boundary rearrangements should be approved.

3. The Application addresses all applicable provisions of the statute and should be granted.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Verified Application filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., is deemed complete.

2. The Verified Application filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., is granted.

3. The three implementing tariff pages attached to the Verified Application are approved.  Citing this Order as authority, U S WEST Communications Inc., shall make an Advice Letter filing implementing these tariff changes revising the Elizabeth, Kiowa, and Parker exchange areas on not less than one day notice.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
