I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1.
On February 16, 2000, Primus Telecommunications, Inc. ("Primus"), was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C00-159.

2.
On May 19, 2000, Primus filed its initial tariff in Advice Letter No. 1. On June 2, 2000, Primus filed an Amended Advice Letter No. 1 to address issues brought up by Staff of the Commission.

3.
Upon review of the tariff by the Staff it was determined that Primus had filed the initial tariff beyond the 90-day deadline mentioned above.

4.
On June 5, 2000, Primus filed a motion to modify the Commission’s Decision No. C00-159 and a request for extension of time of an additional 45 days in which to file the required tariffs. As grounds for the motion, Primus stated that it experienced delays in developing its business plan for the provision of telecommunications services in Colorado

5.
Good cause having been stated, we will grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
Primus Telecommunications, Inc.’s Motion to Modify Decision and Request for Extension of Time to file its initial tariff is granted.  Primus Telecommunciations, Inc., is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to, and including, July 24, 2000.
