I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion

1. On July 12, 2000, Boulder Express Shuttle LLC, doing business as Boulder Express ("Boulder Express"), filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule PUC No. 1, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Boulder Express provides scheduled service between hotels in the north Denver metro area and Denver International Airport under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54008.

2. In its application, Boulder Express proposes to eliminate service to the Residence Inn at 5010 West 88th Boulevard, the Hampton Inn at 5030 West 88th Boulevard, and the La Quinta Inn at 8701 Turnpike Drive.  Boulder Express proposes to add service to the Westin Hotel at 10600 Westminster Boulevard.  Boulder Express is also reducing the scheduled service between the remaining hotels in its schedule and Denver International Airport from six round-trips per day, Monday through Friday, to one round-trip Monday and Saturday.

3. In support of this application, Boulder Express states that the initial schedule for service from these hotels was filed to be effective August 6, 1999.  However, Boulder Express states that ridership from these hotels has not been as great as anticipated.  Boulder Express also states that it currently is unable to maintain a sufficient number of drivers and vehicles to adequately provide the scheduled service named in this time schedule and the scheduled service it also provides to other hotels in the north Denver metro area.  The service to the other hotels is named in Passenger Time Schedule No. 7.

4. Therefore, due to the lower than expected number of passengers and the current inability to adequately maintain a sufficient number of drivers and vehicles, Boulder Express requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. 

5. The revised time schedule is acceptable under the authority granted to Boulder Express.  The granting of the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow Boulder Express to reduce the financial expense incurred in providing the existing level of service.  The proposed time schedule changes will allow Boulder Express to more adequately provide service to the hotels it serves in the north Denver metro area under Time Schedule No. 7.  Boulder Express may provide call-and-demand service from the hotels from which service is eliminated or from the hotels where the number of daily trips is reduced to the hotels named in Time Schedule No. 7 and from these points to Denver International airport.

6. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
7. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 1, and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The application of Boulder Express Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle, to publish to Passenger Time Schedule PUC No. 1, on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

9. Passenger Time Schedule PUC No. 1, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.

10. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
