I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to Stay Show Cause regarding Recommended Decision No. R00-692 filed by Jason D. Greenstein, doing business as Hotels of Denver Mountain Carrier (“Greenstein”).  No responses were filed.  We construe the motion as exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R00-692.  

2. This case began as an insurance show cause docket.   Greenstein was served with a Notice of Hearing and Order to Show Cause on June 14, 2000, regarding its lack of proper insurance coverage.  At the June 26, 2000, hearing, Jonell Poley, Administrative Assistant III, testified for Staff.  Ms. Poley testified that Greenstein had no currently effective insurance certificate on file with the Commission, as required by § 40-10-110, C.R.S., and Rule 12 of the Commission’s Rules, Regulations, and Civil Penalties Governing Common Carriers of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-31.  Greenstein did not appear at hearing.  The Administrative Law Judge issued his Recommended Decision revoking Greenstein’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55519 (“Certificate 55519”). 

3. Greenstein argues that his insurance has not lapsed.  He contends that there was confusion caused because he is in the process of changing the nature of his business structure and transferring Certificate 55519 to the newly created entity.  See Docket No. 99A-483CP.  Upon further review of Commission records, especially Greenstein’s application to transfer Certificate 55519, we agree, and will grant his exceptions.  

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The exceptions of Jason D. Greenstein, doing business as Hotels of Denver Mountain Carrier are granted in accordance with the above discussion. 

2. The Show Cause Order, Decision No. R00-629, is dismissed as to Jason D. Greenstein, doing business as Hotels of Denver Mountain Carrier.  Ordering paragraph 1 of Recommended Decision No. R00-629 revoking certain operating authorities is void as to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessiy PUC No. 55519. 

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.  
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
