I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Petition for Temporary Waiver for the Parker wire center filed by Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“Qwest”), on July 11, 2000.  The petition requests a temporary waiver of the collocation provision of the rules on interconnection and unbundling found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-39-3.4 for the Parker, Colorado, wire center.  Rule 4 CCR 723-39-3.4 provides:

Collocation: A telecommunications provider shall provide, pursuant to rates, terms, and conditions that are just, reasonable, and nondiscriminatory, for the physical collocation of equipment necessary for interconnection or access to unbundled network elements at the telecommunications provider’s premises.  A telecommunications provider may provide virtual collocation if the Commission determines that physical collocation is not practical for technical reasons or because of space limmitations.  4 CCR 723-39-3.4.  

Rule 4 CCR 723-39-11 of these same Commission rules provides that “[t]he Commission may permit a variance or waiver from the rules, if not contrary to law, for good cause shown where compliance is impracticable, impossible, or unreasonable.” 4 CCR 723-39-11.

2. Qwest states that the temporary waiver under this rule is necessary because no space is currently available for any type of collocation.  Therefore, Qwest is requesting a temporary waiver from the collocation provision at 4 CCR 723-39-3.4 until 60 days after completion of construction at the Parker wire center, or approximately July 1, 2001. 

3. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the petition.  The requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-39-3.4 for the Parker wire center will be waived until July 1, 2001.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Petition for Temporary Waiver of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-39-3.4 in the Parker wire center filed by Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., on July 11, 2000 is granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
