I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On July 14, 2000, Elite Telephone Company Inc. (“Elite”), filed an application seeking approval to transfer control of stock to Elite Acquisition Corp.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-37.

2. Concurrent with its application, Elite filed a Motion for Extraordinary Protective Order related to a certain portion of its transfer application.

3. Elite was authorized in Decision No. R98-151 to provide competitive local exchange and emerging competitive (Part 3) services. 

4. On July 19, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before August 18, 2000. None were filed.

5. On July 28, 2000, Elite filed responses to questions posed by the Commission.  These responses clarified several items in the application.

B. Discussion

6. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

7. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer is not contrary to the public interest.

8. With regards to the requested protection of a certain portion of its filing, Elite failed to segregate and identify the information that it wished to restrict access as required in 4 CCR 723-16-3.4.  The Commission did not segregate this information when it processed and distributed copies of the applications.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application by Elite Telephone Company, Inc. is deemed complete.

10. The application to approve the proposed transfer of control is granted.

11. The Motion for Extraordinary Protective Order is denied. 

12. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
