I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a number of requests for intervention, the Motion for Leave to Late-File Notice of Filing Cost Studies and Revised SGAT by Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S West”), and the Motion to Resolve SGAT Issues in Its 271 Proceedings filed by U S West.  The Commission, being duly advised, enters the following orders.

2. This docket concerns U S West’s proposed Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions (“SGAT”) filed with the Commission pursuant to the provisions of 47 U.S.C. § 252(f).  A number of entities have filed petitions for intervention, or alternative petitions for intervention in the event the Commission does not accept their notices of intervention as a matter of right.  Good grounds having been stated, the requests for intervention listed below will be granted.

3. U S West filed its Motion for Leave to Late-File Notice of Filing Cost Studies and Revised SGAT on January 7, 2000.  We find that the motion states good cause and should be granted.

4. On January 11, 2000, U S West filed its Motion to Resolve SGAT Issues in its “271” Proceeding.  The motion requests that certain issues raised in the SGAT filing be considered and resolved in Docket No. 97I-198T, the investigation into U S West’s compliance with 47 U.S.C. § 271(c).  Docket No. 97I-198T is now pending before the Commission.  A number of parties responded to the motion.  By Decision No. C00-420 (Docket No. 97I-198T), we granted U S West’s request to consider in Docket No. 97I-198T certain issues raised in the SGAT, subject to the conditions specified in that decision.  Generally, our prior order directs that pricing and costing issues be considered and resolved in this docket; other terms and conditions proposed in SGAT should be investigated and resolved in Docket No. 97I-198T.  For purposes of the present docket, we now grant U S West’s motion subject to the conditions stated in Decision No. C00-420, page 10.  Specifically, we note that granting the motion:  (a) does not preclude the Commission from addressing any issue in this docket to the extent necessary; (b) does not permit U S West to avoid or delay filing supporting information in this docket for proposed SGAT rates that are not yet tariffed, to the extent U S West has not already done so; and (c) does not preclude any party from addressing, in this docket or in Docket No. 97I-198T, U S West’s omission of rates or services.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The requests for intervention or alternative requests for intervention by the following parties are granted:  ICG Telecom Group, Inc.; MCI WorldCom, Inc.; COVAD Communications Company; JATO Communications Corp.; NEXTLINK Colorado LLC; Rhythms Links, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; Level 3 Communications, Inc.; Sprint Communications Company LP; and NorthPoint Communications, Inc.

2. The Motion for Leave to Late-File Notice of Filing Cost Studies and Revised SGAT by Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., is granted.

3. The Motion to Resolve SGAT Issues in Its 271 Proceeding by Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., is granted consistent with the above discussion.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
