I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 12, 2000, the Commission granted to Tours of Defiance, Inc. (“Defiance”), a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  See Commission Decision No. C00-467.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding had been filed by any person and, being noncontested, the CPCN was granted without a hearing.

2. By the terms of the May 12, 2000 decision, Defiance was ordered to (a) cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance, (b) file an approved tariff, (c) pay the issuance fee, and (d) pay the annual vehicle identification fees.  The Commission’s Order required Defiance to comply within 60 days of May 12, 2000.  The Order also stated that the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if a request for additional time was filed within the 60 days.  Defiance failed to comply with the above-listed requirements and failed to file a request for additional time within 60 days.  Because Defiance failed to comply or request additional time, the Commission’s grant of authority to Defiance became void.

3. Additionally, Commission staff sent a letter to Defiance, dated May 12, 2000, requesting that Defiance file with the Commission a vehicle equipment list.  Defiance has not complied with staff’s request.

4. On August 2, 2000, the Commission received a request from Defiance, seeking reinstatement of Docket No. 00A‑155CP and requesting an extension of time to comply with the above-mentioned requirements.  As justification for its request, Defiance indicated that its compliance efforts were more time-consuming than it originally anticipated.

5. Being duly advised on the premises, the Commission will grant Defiance’s requests.  Defiance is informed that future requests for extension of time may not be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The request of Tours of Defiance, Inc., to reinstate Docket No. 00A-155CP is granted.

7. Consistent with the above discussion, Tours of Defiance, Inc., is granted an extension of time to (a) cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance, (b) file an approved tariff, (c) pay the issuance fee, (d) pay the annual vehicle identification fees, and (e) file a vehicle equipment list.  If Tours of Defiance, Inc., does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of this Order’s effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.

8. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
