I. BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc. (“Allied”), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services on August 25, 1999.  Decision No. C99-936.  Allied was given until November 29, 1999, to file the applicable tariff.  

2. On May 10, 2000, Allied was granted an extension of time up to and including July 3, 2000, in which to file the applicable tariff.  Failure to file the tariff on or before that date would render the authority issued to Allied null and void without any further Commission action.  No tariff was filed.

3. On July 25, 2000, Allied filed a motion to withdraw its CPCN to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.  

4. On July 31, 2000, notice of the application to withdraw the CPCN was issued. Interventions were due on August 30, 2000.  No interventions were filed 

5. On September 6, 2000, Allied filed a motion to withdraw its Motion to Withdraw Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Emerging Competitive Services and Specific Form of Relaxed Regulatory Treatment.

B. Discussion.

By the terms of the original Commission orders, Allied’s CPCN became void on July 4, 2000.  There is no need to consider the withdrawal of the CPCN.  The Commission will deny the motion as moot.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc.’s Motion to Withdraw Its Motion to Withdraw Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Emerging Competitive Services and Specific Form of Relaxed Regulatory Treatment and its motion to withdraw its certificate of public convenience and necessity are denied as moot.

2. Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc., is no longer authorized to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services in Colorado.  Accordingly, no local exchange company or carrier authorized to provide telecommunications services in the State of Colorado shall allow Allied Riser of Colorado, Inc., to use the basic exchange network or the public switched network for origination or termination of telecommunications services for sale to others.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
