I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On July 6, 2000, Applicant IPVoice Communications, Inc. ("IPVoice"), filed an application for a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services and a Notice of Intention to Exercise Operating Authority, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services and a request for waiver on the required number of maps.

2. On July 11, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing, giving notice of this application to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before August 10, 2000.  None were filed.

3. IPVoice did not file responses to questions posed by the Commission that would have clarified several items in the application.

4. On August 23, 2000, the Commission issued an order deeming the combined application incomplete.  Decision No. C00-923. IPVoice was to file responses to questions posed by the Commission by September 13, 2000. Applicant did not file responses to those questions.

5. On September 15, 2000, IPVoice filed a motion for extension of time of an additional 30 days in which to file responses to questions posed by the Commission.  As grounds for the motion, IPVoice stated that it is in the process of obtaining a copy of the Certificate of Authority to do business in the State of Colorado.  Good cause having been stated, we will grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. IPVoice Communications, Inc.'s motion for extension of time is granted.

7. IPVoice Communications, Inc., is to file responses to questions posed by the Commission within 30 days of the Mailed Date of this Order. Failure to file responses by the date indicated above will cause the combined application to be rejected without further action by the Commission.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
