I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 23, 2000, VR Telecommunications, Inc. (“VR Telecom”), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission Order set the deadline for filing tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services at 90 days, which was August 23, 2000.  Decision No. C00-526.

2. On August 21, 2000, VR Telecom requested an extension of time through September 11, 2000, to file tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services. That extension was granted and adopted on August 30, 2000.  VR Telecom is requesting an additional extension of time through September 27, 2000.

3. To avoid another request for an extension of time in which to file tariffs, Staff contacted VR Telecom and suggested an extension date of November 21, 2000.  Staff believes that the additional time would enable VR Telecom to submit their tariffs and avoid the likelihood of the Commission rejecting another request for an extension of time in which to file tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services.

4. As grounds for the motion, VR Telecom stated that upon further review of the drafts received from the consultant after the first motion for an extension was filed, several provisions were adopted from other jurisdictions and were not appropriate under the Commission’s rules.  As a result, substantially more of the drafts than originally anticipated must be rewritten.  The unanticipated work has taken more time than the first motion for extension contemplated. 

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.  

ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

6. VR Telecommunications, Inc.’s motion in which to file tariffs for its emerging competitive telecommunications services is granted through November 21, 2000.
