I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter from Kids Wheels, LLC (“Kids Wheels”) for an extension of time to meet the obligations of newly certificated common carriers.  We construe the letter as a motion to reopen the docket and for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Commission Order Granting Permanent Authority.  C99-1030.   

2. On September 22, 1999, a Commission Administrative Law Judge issued a Recommended Decision granting Kids Wheels an extension of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  See Commission Decision No. C99-1030. 

3. The September 22, 1999, decision ordered Kids Wheels to file certificates of insurance, a proper tariff, and pay the issuance and annual vehicle identification fees.  The Commission’s Order required Kids Wheels to comply within 60 days of September 22, 1999.  The Order also stated that the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if a request for additional time was filed within the 60 days.  Kids Wheels failed to comply with the Order requirements and did not file a request for additional time within 60 days.  Because Kids Wheels failed to comply or request additional time, the Commission’s grant of authority to Kids Wheels became void by its own terms.

4. On September 11, 2000, the Commission received a request from Kids Wheels seeking reinstatement of Docket No. 98A-138CP and requesting an extension of time to comply with the Order requirements.  As justification for the request, Kids Wheels wrote that the decision was “either never received or misplaced....”  Kids Wheels is reminded that it is responsible for knowing and following all Commission and statutory requirements.   

5. Being duly advised in the premises, the Commission will grant the requests. 

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Kids Wheels, LLC to reinstate Docket No. 98A-138CP is granted.

2. Consistent with the above discussion, Kids Wheels, LLC is granted 60 days from the Mailed Date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C99-1030. 

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. Any further requests for time may be denied.  

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
