I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On August 21, 2000, SunWest Communications, Inc. (“SunWest”), submitted a notice of merger with its fully owned subsidiary King’s Deer Telephone Co., Inc. (“KDT”).

2. The notice represented that KDT was a wholly owned subsidiary of SunWest and that KDT had merged into SunWest.  SunWest wished to avail itself of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-37-6 that would allow a 30-day notification to the Commission in lieu of the filing of a full application pursuant to 4 CCR 723-37.  The information contained in the notice shows that the merger took place on or about May 31, 2000.  As the merger took place prior to SunWest’s notification to the Commission, SunWest requests that the Commission allow a waiver of the 30-day prior notification contained in 4 CCR 723-37-6.  

3.   SunWest has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. To the extent the prior notification prescribed in Commission Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-37-6 relating to applications for transfers involving wholly owned subsidiaries was not accomplished, the Commission for good cause waives this rule.

5. All obligations and authorities granted to King’s Deer Telephone Co., Inc., are allowed to be transferred to SunWest Communications, Inc.

6. SunWest Communications, Inc., will make a compliance filing with the Commission on not less than one day notice to implement changes in King’s Deer Telephone Co., Inc.’s tariffs and price lists to reflect name and contact changes.  No changes shall be made in the terms and conditions or prices included in the tariff and price list on file with the Commission in this compliance filing.
