I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion

1. On September 20, 2000, Denver Taxi, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800-Blue Van ("Yellow"), filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the publication of Supplement No. 6 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Denver Shuttle is authorized to provide call-and-demand taxicab service between points in the City and County of Denver under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2378&I.

2. In its application, Yellow proposes to extend the surcharge of $.50 per trip to all trips in the Denver metro area, excluding flat-rate fares to and from Denver International Airport, that was granted by the Commission in Decision No. C00-743, mailed July 7, 2000.  The extended surcharge has a proposed expiration date of November 30, 2000. 
3. In support of its application, Yellow states that the current cost of fuel is $.02 to $.03 per gallon higher than it was at the time of the granting of the existing surcharge.
4. The revised tariff is acceptable under the authority granted to Yellow.  The granting of the proposed tariff changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow the drivers to recover the increased cost of gasoline.  The company states the drivers will receive all of the increased revenue.
5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that Yellow has stated good cause for less-than-statutory notice treatment.  The Commission will approve the application by Yellow.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application of Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800-Blue Van to publish Supplement No. 6 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, on less-than-statutory notice is granted  to expire November 30, 2000.

8. Supplement No. 6 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.  This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
