I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 20, 2000, TCG Colorado (“TCG”), filed a notice of intention to expand its operating authority to provide local exchange telecommunications services into all areas of Colorado currently served by Qwest Corporation.

2. The application included a motion for expedited treatment of its application and requests for waivers of:  1) 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-35-6.1.2 requiring a description of the operating area in metes and bounds; 2) 4 CCR 723-35-6.1.3 requiring a map of the operating area; 3) 4 CCR 723-35-6.1.4 requiring that the carrier propose an effective day for its operation no earlier than 30 days from the date of the notice filing; 4) 4 CCR 723-35-6.2 requiring individual notice to local exchange telecommunications providers serving the proposed operating area; and 5) 4 CCR 723-35-6.4 allowing an effective date upon the Commission’s decision up to 45 days after service and/or filing except under specified circumstances.

3. TCG argues that neither the metes and bounds requirement nor the maps requirement are necessary because of the maps already on file with the Commission. The Commission routinely grants a waiver of the metes and bounds requirements and will do so here. However, the Commission does not agree regarding the need for maps in this docket. That request is denied.

4. The remaining requests seek to expedite the application so that TCG may offer service to customers. It argues that these waivers will further competition. We agreee.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The motion for expedited treatment of TCG Colorado’s application is granted.

6. The request for waiver from the requirement of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-6.1.2 to produce a description of territory in metes and bounds is granted.

7. The request for waiver from the requirement of 4 Code of Colordo Regulations 723-35-6.1.3 to file maps of the operating area is denied.

8. The request for waiver from the requirement of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-6.1.4 for the proposal of an effective date for operating authority no earlier than 30 days from the date on which the notice is filed is granted.

9. The request for waiver from the requirement of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-6.2 to serve individual notice is granted.  TCG Colorado may provide such notice by publishing notification in a newspaper of wide circulation.

10. The request for waiver from the requirement of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-6.4 concerning the effective date of notice is granted.
