I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 25, 2000, Casino Coach, Inc. ("Coach") filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 8, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Coach provides scheduled service between points in the northern portion of the Denver metro area and Black Hawk under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity CPCN 55667.

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 8 eliminates the round-trip service between the Target Center at 1660 Midway Boulevard in Broomfield, 550 S.W. Boulder Road in Lafayette, and Black Hawk.  Passenger Time Schedule No. 8 reduces the round-trip service between 825 Kuner Road in Brighton and Black Hawk from daily, except Monday, to Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday.  Time Schedule No. 8 also adds service between 1645 South Boulder Road and 525 Main Street in Louisville and Black Hawk on Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday.

3. In support of this application, Coach states that it has operated the existing schedules for the past twelve months and has incurred a financial loss every month of operation.  Coach states it transports a very small number of passengers on a daily basis between all its stops in the north metro area and Black Hawk.  Coach states on certain of its existing round-trips its vehicles consistently travel empty both to and from Black Hawk.  Coach also states, since it transports such a small number of passengers, it has discussed the proposed changes with its existing customers.  These customers have requested the proposed scheduled changes.  Therefore, to address the requests of the limited number of passengers that utilize its scheduled service, and to lessen its financial losses by reducing the number of daily round-trips to and from Black Hawk, Coach requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. Analysis of this application has determined that the revision of the time schedule is acceptable under the authority granted to Coach.  The granting of the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow Coach to provide better service to the passengers that currently utilize its scheduled service.

5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 8 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Casino Coach, Inc., to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 8 on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 8, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.

This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
