I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On July 21, 2000, Essex Communications Inc., doing business as eLEC Communications ("eLEC Communications"), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services. The Commission Order set the deadline for filing tariffs for emerging competitive service at 90 days, which will be October 21, 2000.  The order further stated that eLEC Communications shall begin reselling local exchange telecommunications services in its operating area within three years after the grant of the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity. Decision No. C00-796.

2. On September 18, 2000, Essex Communications Inc. d/b/a eLEC Communications Corp. filed a motion requesting an extension of an additionial 60 days to file tariffs for local exchange telecommunications services.

3. There was no request for an extension of time to file tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services. 

4. On September 28, 2000 the Colorado Public Utilities Commission received a request from Essex Communications, Inc. d/b/a eLEC Communications Corp. to withdraw their motion for extension of time to file tariff or price lists.

B. Discussion

5. The motion for extension of time was filed under the name of Essex Communications, Inc. d/b/a eLEC Communications Corp.  Our records do no show that there has been a name change from eLEC Communications to eLEC Communcations Corp. 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-33. Staff contacted the company on September 20, 2000 regarding this matter and left a message for their consultant to contact Staff.  There was no response from the consultant.  Staff contacted the consultant on September 27, 2000, and was advised that it was an error to cite the d/b/a as eLEC Communications Corp. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The request to withdraw the motion for extension of time to file tariffs for local exchange telecommunications services is granted.
