I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 15, 2000, Vanion Telecom, Inc. (“Vanion”), and Koch Ventures, Inc. (“Koch”), filed a joint application seeking approval for a transfer of controlling interest from Vanion to Koch.   4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-37.

2. On September 21, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested persons.  Interventions were due on or before September 28, 2000.  None were filed.  Vanion filed a motion for a shortened notice period of seven days.  That motion was granted on September 20, 2000.

Discussion

3. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

4. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of controlling interest is not contrary to the public interest.  4 CCR 723-1-55(c)(12) and (c)(13)(D).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The application by Vanion Telecom, Inc., and Koch Ventures, Inc., is deemed complete.

6. The December 18, 2000 hearing is vacated.

7. The application to approve the transfer of controlling interest is granted.
