I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1’s (“District”) motion for an expedited ruling on the exceptions to Administrative Law Judge’s (“ALJ”) Decision No. R00-78.  Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. (“Lake Durango”) filed a response, but did not object to the motion.  The motion will be granted, but further information is required.    

2. The District and Lake Durango filed exceptions to Decision No. R00-78.  The decision granted significant attorney fees and costs to the District and against Lake Durango.  The Commission considered the exceptions at a scheduled weekly meeting and orally granted significant fees and costs to the District.  The matter was then set aside for the preparation of a written order. 

3. The ALJ had granted an award for only the first portion of the hearing below. The Commission granted an award for the entirety of the hearing.  The Commission intended to rely upon the record below to determine the difference between the ALJ’s determination and the Commission’s.  However, the record below does not contain all the information needed to make that determination.  Neither does the record contain the information needed to determine reasonable fees and costs for the exceptions segment of the case.  In order to expedite a ruling, further, limited information is needed.  

4. On or before October 13, 2000, the District shall supplement the record with  information regarding fees and costs incurred since May 31, 2000, in the prosecution and defense of this case. That filing shall include information regarding preparation and participation in the hearing after May 31, as well as the filing of position statements after the hearing.  Similar records shall be filed regarding the fees and costs incurred in the proceeding before the Commission since the ALJ’s decision, e.g., exceptions, responses to exceptions.   Any billing statements shall specify the subject matter for any times documented.  All information shall be supported by an affidavit from the attorney regarding the fees and costs incurred.  

5. Lake Durango may file a limited response.  On or before October 20, 2000, may file an objection to the reasonableness of the amount of the time and costs filed by the District. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1’s motion for an expedited ruling is granted.  

7. Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 shall file cost information in accordance with the above discussion on or before October 13, 2000. 

8. Lake Durango Water Company, Inc. may file a response, limited as noted above, on or before October 20, 2000.  

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
