I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On April 27, 2000, Frank F. Drumm, Jr. & Eleanor M. Drumm, doing business as The Ram's Run (“Ram”), filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 54655 to Mountain Goat Tours, Inc. (“Mountain Goat”).

2. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 8, 2000.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  Being noncontested, the application was granted without a hearing.  Decision No. C00-706.

4. Approval of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 54655 was conditioned on the following:

(a) Ram’s filing of (i) delinquent reports, if any, and (ii) a terminating annual report; and

(b) Mountain Goat’s (i) filing of certificates of insurance, (ii) adoption of the existing tariff, and (iii) payment of annual vehicle identification fees; and

(c) The filing of an acceptance of transfer signed by both Ram and Mountain Goat.

5. Decision C00-706 became effective on July 12, 2000.  However, by its own terms the decision became void because the parties failed to comply with the decision’s requirements within 60 days.

6. On September 15, 2000 Mountain Goat filed its Request to Reinstate Approval of Transfer and for Extension of Time to Secure Documentation (“Request”).  Mountain Goat’s Request included a copy of a letter from Ram to the Commission, which letter also requested an extension of time.  Mountain Goat’s Request asks that the Commission reinstate the docket and grant a 30-day extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C00-706.

7. Being duly advised, the Commission will grant the instant Request.  Ram and Mountain Goat are advised that future requests for extension of time may not be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. Docket No. 00A-235CP-Transfer is reinstated.

9. Frank F. Drumm, Jr. & Eleanor M. Drumm, doing business as The Ram's Run, and Mountain Goat Tours, Inc., are granted a 30-day extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C00-706.
10. If Frank F. Drumm, Jr. & Eleanor M. Drumm, doing business as The Ram's Run, or Mountain Goat Tours, Inc., do not comply within 30 days of this Order’s effective date, then the approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54655 shall be void.
11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
