I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On May 15, 2000, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Co. &/or Roadrunner Express (“Roadrunner”), filed an application for approval to transfer a portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 14167 to Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Town Taxi (“Town Taxi”).

2. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 22, 2000.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  Being noncontested, the application was granted without a hearing.  Decision No. C00-709.

4. Approval of the transfer of a portion of CPCN PUC No. 14167 was conditioned on, inter alia, the filing of certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.

5. The granting decision became effective on July 12, 2000.  However, by its own terms the decision became void because Town Taxi failed to comply with the decision’s requirements within 60 days.

6. On September 18, 2000, Town Taxi filed its request asking the Commission to reinstate the docket and grant a 20-day extension of time to file the certificates of insurance.  As justification for the request, Town Taxi stated that the vehicles affected by the transfer are still insured under the transferor’s name as a result of confusion at Town Taxi’s insurance broker’s office.

7. Being duly advised, the Commission will grant the instant request.  The parties are reminded that future requests for extension of time may not be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. Docket No. 00A-262CP-Transfer-Portion is reinstated.

9. Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Town Taxi, is granted a 20-day extension of time to comply with the insurance requirements of Decision No. C00-709.  If Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Town Taxi does not comply with this Order within 20 days of its effective date, then the approval to transfer a portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14167 shall be void.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
