I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. Pursuant to prior order (Decision No. 00-960), we conducted a conference in this matter on October 11, 2000 for the purpose of accepting comment from interested persons regarding the issues specified in that order.  A number of interested persons attended that conference:  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; Qwest Corporation; Verizon Wireless; the Colorado Telecommunications Association; ICG Telecom Group, Inc.; Pac-West Telecomm of Colorado, XO Communications, Inc.; Eschelon Telecom of Colorado; Level 3 Communications, LLC; WorldCom, Inc.; Sprint Communications Company L.P.; Mcleod USA; and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.

2. Based upon the prefiled written comment and oral comment submitted at the October 11 conference, we find that further proceedings should be conducted in this matter.  Before establishing those proceedings, however, we will provide the parties an opportunity to submit comment regarding suggested procedures for this case.  On or before October 20, 2000, the parties shall file comments specifying the issues which should be examined by the Commission in this case and suggested procedures for further proceedings in this matter (e.g. suggested discovery procedures, prefiling dates for further written comment or testimony, the nature of necessary follow-on proceedings to this investigatory docket, etc.).

3. Because the Commission has determined to proceed with further investigation in this case, interested persons will be provided an opportunity to file formal requests for intervention or entries of appearance.  Those persons appearing at the October 11, 2000 conference will be granted party status in this order and need not file additional pleadings requesting intervention.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The entities listed above are hereby made parties to this proceeding.

5. Any interested person not appearing at the October 11, 2000 conference and who wishes to participate in this docket shall file a request for intervention or an entry of appearance in accordance with Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 CCR 723-1) on or before October 20, 2000.

6. On or before October 20, 2000 the parties shall file comments regarding those matters identified in the above discussion.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
