I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to Amend Settlement Agreement filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) on March 14, 2000.  The motion requests modification of the settlement agreement relating to Public Service’s 1996 Integrated Resource Plan (“IRP”) that was approved by the Commission in Decision No. C98-1042.  Public Service requests permission to reallocate approximately $1.8 million of funds earmarked under the settlement agreement for small commercial demand side management (“DSM”) programs to a commercial/industrial DSM program initiated by Public Service in October 1999.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”), the Office of Energy Management and Conservation (“OEMC”), and the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies (“LAW Fund”) filed responses to the motion.  Now being duly advised in the matter, we will deny as moot the Motion to Amend Settlement Agreement.

2. After the motion was filed, the parties in Docket No. 00A-008E reached the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement approved by the Commission in Decision No. C00-1057.  That agreement addresses the same matter put at issue in the motion to amend.  The agreement in Docket No. 00A-008E (paragraph E, page 4) provides that Public Service will incorporate into the 1999 IRP DSM targets 4 megawatts of DSM to address the concerns expressed by the OCC, OEMC, and the LAW Fund in their responses to the motion to amend.  Because the Commission approved the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in Docket No. 00A-008E, no need exists to further consider the motion here.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Amend Settlement Agreement filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on March 14, 2000 is denied as moot.
