I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion

1. On October 20, 2000, Schafer-Schoenwill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle ("Englewood Express"), filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the publication of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Englewood Express provides scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the downtown Denver area and Denver International Airport under a temporary authority granted by Decision No. C98-989.

2. In its application, Englewood Express proposes to offer an adult round-trip fare of $27 for scheduled service between hotels in the downtown area and Denver International Airport.  Englewood also proposes to offer a $33 adult round-trip fare for call-and-demand limousine service between points, other than hotels, in the downtown area east of Broadway, and a $47 adult round-trip fare for call-and-demand limousine service between points, other than hotels, in the downtown area west of Broadway.

3. Englewood Express also proposes to offer discounted round-trip tickets to groups of travellers.  Groups of more than 25 but not more than 4,999 passengers will be able to purchase the $27 round-trip ticket for $25.  Groups of more than 5,000 passengers will be able to purchase the $27 round-trip ticket for $24.

4. In support of this application, Englewood Express states its existing tariff in Item VII.4.1 allows it to offer commissions to travel agents or other travel arrangers of up to 25% of the applicable tariff rate.  Englewood Express states the bulk of its round-trip sales is for group business.  These groups are usually in Denver for conventions.  Englewood Express states the group organizer, who is also the travel arranger, normally passes the commission discount to the members of the group.  The commission discount is considered a round-trip discount by members of the group.  Englewood Express has also been offering a round-trip discount to individual travelers.

5. Englewood Express states that it was recently informed by Staff that a specific round-trip fare is not named in its tariff.  Staff also informed Englewood Express that a commission paid to a travel agent or arranger can not be construed as a method of offering a round-trip discount to groups of travelers.  Englewood Express is filing round-trip fares for groups and individual passengers to correct its misinterpretation of the use of commissions paid to travel agents or arrangers.  Englewood Express states it has stopped offering round-trip fares to individual travelers.  Englewood Express states it wants to reinstate the round-trip fare for individual passengers as soon as possible.  Englewood states the public will benefit from the reduced fares for round-trip service.  Therefore, Englewood Express requests that the proposed tariff changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

6. The revised tariff is acceptable under the temporary authority granted to Englewood Express.  The granting of the proposed tariff changes will allow Englewood Express to correct the omission of the round-trip fares in its tariff and to continue to offer the round-trip fares to individual passengers.  The approval of the fares on less-than–stautory will benefit the travelling public.

7. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
8. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application of Schafer-Schoenwill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, to publish Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

10. Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.

11. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
