I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On October 23, 2000, WorldCom, Inc. (“WorldCom”), and Intermedia Communications Inc. (Intermedia”), filed an application seeking approval to transfer control of Intermedia to WorldCom.  The request was made to implement an Agreement and Plan of Merger executed between the companies on September 1, 2000.  Terms and provisions of the proposed transfer were further detailed in the S-4, Registration Statement filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission and included as part of the instant application before this Commission.

2. On October 25, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice and setting a hearing date of January 25, 2001.  Interventions were due on or before November 24, 2000.  None were filed.

3. WorldCom is a publicly traded Georgia corporation.  Through various operating subsidiaries, WorldCom is authorized to offer domestic interstate, intrastate, local, and international telecommunications services in each of the 50 states and the District of Columbia, including intrastate services in Colorado.  Telecommunications services are offered to Colorado customers through the following WorldCom operating subsidiaries:  BLT Technologies, Inc.; TTI National, Inc.; Touch 1 Long Distance, Inc.; and MCI Communications Corporation.

4. Intermedia is a publicly traded Delaware corporation.  In its own right and through operating subsidiaries, Intermedia provides telecommunications services in each of the 50 states and the District of Columbia.

5. In Decision No. R97-439, modified by R97-439E,  in Docket No. 96A-504T, Intermedia was granted a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange (“CPLE”) telecommunications services throughout the State of Colorado; however, the company did not file a request to exercise operating authority.  Intermedia does  not hold a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services in Colorado and has not provided such services on either a resale or facilities-owned basis.      

6. In response to a letter to the Commission dated November 15, 2000, the Commission established Docket No. OOA-646T.  The purpose of this proceeding is to consider Intermedia’s request to relinquish its CPLE.  Accordingly, the authority granted in Decision No. R97-439, modified in R97-439E, is excluded from the transfer requested in this instant application.  This proposed proceeding will not impact Intermedia’s authorization to provide intrastate long distance telecommunications services as granted in its Colorado registration as a toll reseller.

B. Discussion

1. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

2. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest. 

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by WorldCom, Inc., and Intermedia Communications, Inc., is deemed complete.

2. The scheduled hearing in this matter is vacated.

3. The Application to approve the proposed change of control, modified to exclude Intermedia Communications, Inc.’s Certificate to Provide Local Exchange telecommunications services, is granted.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
